Earlier in the month, the official grand 
opening of the Mestizo-Curtis Park Play-
ground was held on Saturday, June 6th, 
with Mayor Hancock, Councilman 
Brooks, and leaders from Denver Parks 
and Rec., The Trust for Public Land, and 
many other groups on hand for the cele-
bration. Neighbors who were involved in 
pulling together the groups and resources 
needed for this work were recognized, 
most notably Geraldolyn Horton-Harris 
who was the neighborhood’s driving force. 
Although she will soon be moving to an-
other city, Geraldolyn has left a lasting 
legacy in Denver’s first park, as you can see 
by the crowds of kids making use of the 
playground. Thank you, Geraldolyn! 

In late June we had an incredible conver-
gence of activity in the neighborhood, 
with Juneteenth, coordinated yard sales, a 
flea market, a rugby clinic the park, a 
RedLine-sponsored community art day in 
Eddie Maestas park, and more – all on the 
same day! Many thanks to Mimi Lee and 
all the neighbors who organized the yard 
sale event! Mimi tells me that this will 
become an annual event with coordinated 
advertising. What a great new neighbor-
hood tradition!

No General Meeting in July 
As a reminder, we traditionally take July 
off from our monthly meeting schedule, as 
so many people are on vacation or other-
wise taking advantage of the season.

July Reminder: Fireworks  
Are Illegal in Denver 
Please remember that all fireworks are ille-
gal in Denver, outside of approved profes-
sional events. Especially now that we’re 
past the extended rainy season and the hot 
summer has begun, the fire danger posed 
by fireworks is very real. A violation can 
result in a fine of up to $999 and/or up to 
one year in jail. 

Last Month’s Meeting 
At our June meeting, Tracy Weil, co-
founder of the RiNo Art District gave a 
packed audience an overview of the histo-
ry and goals of the district, and an update 
on the business improvement district and 
general improvement district formation 
which have been approved by City Coun-
cil and will be on the ballots in November 
for people in those areas. 

Larry Nelson shared an update on the ren-
ovation of the Epworth Church, which is 
looking for restaurant and office tenants as 
the space becomes ready over the next few 
months.

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and agricultural uses. Voters will be asked 
for permission to extend an existing 
lodger’s tax to fund construction and im-
provements of the National Western Cen-
ter, as well as improvements to the Con-
vention Center to keep it competitive into 
the future. 

2.Measure to Ratify Airport Agreement 
Between Denver and Adams County  
Denver and Adams County reached an 
agreement in June to amend the 1988 In-
ter-Governmental Agreement that paved 
the way for construction of Denver In-
ternational Airport. The amendment ex-
pands development potential and creates 
revenue sharing near Denver’s In-
ternational Airport (DIA). The amended 
agreement would make possible a 1,500-
acre “pilot program” on which DIA could 
locate a wider spectrum of commercial 
uses than currently allowed under the 
1988 agreement, bringing new develop-
ment opportunities and thousands of jobs 
to the area.  

3. Measure to Keep  
All Marijuana Revenue 
In 2014, due to unprecedented growth in 
the overall economy, as well as strong per-
formance by the retail marijuana industry, 
Denver collected more in retail marijuana 
taxes than expected, for a total of $5.29 
million. The Tax Payers Bill of Rights 
(TABOR) requires the city to refund the 
excess collected unless we get “later voter 
approval” to keep the full amount. 

Downtown Denver  
Meet in the Street 
The Downtown Denver Partnership in-
vites the public to visit the 16th Street 
Mall for five Sundays this summer, June 
28th, July 5th, July 19th, August 2nd and 
August 9th, for Meet in the Street, an 
event connecting the 16th Street Mall as a 
shared public space activated through live 
music, kids’ activities, extended patios and 
arts and culture. The program is funded by 
the Downtown Denver Business Im-
provement District. 

Programming will take place between 
11:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m. on the Mall be-
tween Tremont and Lawrence Streets, 
and will vary each week to include live 
music, games and spaces to relax and un-
wind. Restaurants, including Rialto, Willie 
G’s, Marlowe’s, Paramount Café, Tilted 
Kilt and Appaloosa are also offering spe-
cials or extended patio hours which may 
occur outside of this time and location.

1.Measure to Revitalize  
the National Western Center 
The proposed revitalization would feature 
a 10,000 seat arena to replace the existing 
Coliseum, new trade show and equestrian 
facilities, new conference, classroom, and

Gilpin Montessori  
Summer Garden Program 
On Tues., June 9th, The Gilpin Summer 
Garden Program started. This program, 
open to all elementary aged children in the 
greater Five Points community, is being 
held every Tuesday from 9:00 - 11:00 
a.m.in the Gilpin Gardens now through 
August 18th. 

The Program consists of not only planting, 
maintaining and harvesting crops within 
12 themed garden beds, but also incorpo-
rates lessons and activities in art, science, 
history, geography, cooking, and entrepre-
neurship.  

The program will also be holding a Youth 
Farmer’s Market at The Big Wonderful in 
August, with help from the Five Points 
Rotary Club as well as Denver Urban 
Gardens, where participating children will 
showcase their produce for sale to the 
community. 

The Garden team has also applied for a 
$15,000 Gardens for Good grant through 
Nature’s Path. This grant will help the 
school with necessary funding to take over 
the Denver Middle/High School’s farm 
which is being vacated at the end of this 
summer as they move to their new build-
ing at Smedley. It will also help us expand 
the garden programming at Gilpin as well 
as expand our Youth Farmer’s Market for 
the entire 2016 season, benefiting the en-
tire community.
