Curtis Park Neighbors Help Those in Need

We started Denver Delivery Network in
early March, a ‘pop-up’ group of volun-
teers who shop for and deliver essential
items to our neighbors affected by the
COVID-19 pandemic. We are here to
help anyone who is at risk of infection,
already sick or symptomatic, or have been
exposed to the virus. Clients cover the
cost of purchased items, by reimburse-
ment (through Venmo, Zelle, SNAP/EBT,
cash or check), but the delivery is at no
additional cost. We follow the CDC’s best
practices for limiting exposure and spread
of the virus.

Our group is made up of 22 volunteer
“runners” and four “dispatchers” who staff
the phone and website ordering system
from 8am to 8pm each day, and we can
normally fulfill orders in a day or two.
Most of our volunteers live right here in
Curtis Park and Five Points! There are
three aspects of our mission

1) Allow affected neighbors to stay home
by fetching supplies they need for them,
often by bicycle! 2) Reduce/slow the
spread of infection and “flatten the
curve”. 3) Offer encouragement and hu-
man contact during a time of "social dis-
tancing" and isolation.

To volunteer as a delivery “Runner,”
you music have access to a smart-
phone and transportation to pick-up
and deliver items, pass a background
check, possess a valid driver’s license
and prove current auto-insurance (if
you own a car). Please note that run-
ners are asked to purchase items out
of pocket, in advance, then get reim-
bursed by clients. Sign up by clicking
“I want to volunteer” on the website.

We need you help getting the word
out about our services to our neigh-
bors who cannot or should not go
out, so please share this information
to those who might need it, and keep
this info handy in case YOU need us!
If you're interested in joining our out-
reach team, or have other skills you
would like to lend, please sign up by
filling out our volunteer form.
