Happy New Year Curtis Park! As we say
goodbye (and perhaps good riddance) to
2020, we look forward to the hope and
promise that a new year brings.

Although 2020 was a most unusual and
challenging year, our neighborhood
should be proud of the work done to
keep our neighbors healthy and thriving.
As the pandemic struck, Robbie Hobein
and David Millis started the Denver
Delivery Network, a group of volunteers
dedicated to helping vulnerable neigh-
bors with common needs, such as deliv-
ering groceries, prescriptions and other
necessities. A separate group of neigh-
bors organized the Curtis Park Meal
Train in an effort to support local busi-
nesses most impacted with restrictions.
Curtis Park Neighbors also supported
the concept and worked closely with the
City and service providers in imple-
menting Safe Outdoor Spaces for un
housed residents to improve safety and
health conditions for everyone involved,

two of which recently opened in Capi-
tol Hill and Uptown.

While we continue to face challenges
as we enter 2021, particularly over the
next few months, there is also much to
be optimistic and hopeful about. The
coming year will bring new projects to
the neighborhood, such as the Platte
Valley lots across Champa from Mesti-
zo Curtis Park, planning for the Grey-
hound facilities, several developments

We
will have Timothy O’Brien with the
Denver Auditor’s Office join us to pro-
vide updates on recent audits and
what’s happening in the city. Having
completed several audits in 2020 that
are relevant to our community such as
neighborhood sidewalk repair pro-
gram, Caring for Denver, and Afford-
able Housing Programs, among many
others, this promises to be an informa-
tive presentation you won't want to
miss.

Denver Delivery Network -Helping Neighbors

I'm writing to let you all know about
Denver Delivery Network, a ‘pop-up’
group of volunteers who shop for and
deliver essential items to our neighbors
affected by the COVID-19 pandemic.
We are here to help anyone who is at risk
of infection, already sick or symp-
tomatic, or have been exposed to the
virus.

(through Venmo, Zelle, SNAP/EBT,
cash or check), but the delivery is at no
additional cost. We follow the CDC'’s
best practices for limiting exposure and
spread of the virus.

Our group is made up of volunteer
“runners” and “dispatchers” who staff
our voicemail/phone and website order-
ing system from 8am to 8pm each day,
and we can normally fulfill orders in a
day or two. Most of our volunteers live
right here in Curtis Park and Five Points!
There are three aspects of our mission:

o Allow affected neighbors to stay home
by fetching supplies they need for
them, often by bicycle!

e Reduce/slow the spread of infection
and “flatten the curve”.

o Offer encouragement and human con-
tact during a time of "social distanc-
ing" and isolation.

WE NEED VOLUNTEERS! To volunteer
as a delivery “Runner,” you must have ac-
cess to a smartphone and transportation to
pick up and deliver items, possess a valid
driver’s license (if you will be driving for
deliveries) and prove current auto-insur-
ance. If at any time you are sick or exposed
to COVID, you cannot deliver. Please note
that runners are asked to purchase items
out of pocket, in advance, then get reim-
bursed by clients (or us), or deliver for a
food bank. We'd love your help! Please sign
up by clicking “I want to volunteer” on the
website.

We need your help getting the word out
about our services to our neighbors who
cannot or should not go out. If you're inter-
ested in joining our community and out-
reach team, or have other skills you would
like to lend, sign up by filling out our vol-
unteer form.

Help Needed for |1 1th Annual Ice Festival

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Be a Great Neighbor!

Everyone enjoys safe, clear sidewalks — and it’s
everyone’s responsibility to keep the sidewalks
adjacent to their home or business clear and
accessible. Shovel all sidewalks, wheelchair
ramps, and bus stops around your home as
soon as it's practical and safe. Businesses have
4 hours after the snow stops to shovel, and
residents have 24 hours. (RTD only shovels
bus stops that have a shelter. If it’s just a sign
with no shelter, the resident/business is re-

sponsible for this sidewalk.)

Show kindness and offer to help your neigh-
bors if they aren't able to shovel! Neighbors
helping neighbors is one of the things that
makes Denver great. You can volunteer to be
an official “snow angel” at denvergov.org/
snowangels or just do a #NeighborCheck.
There are all sorts of reasons why people may
need assistance, or they may just not know
what the city’s rules are for keeping sidewalks
clear. A simple conversation with a neighbor
or just lending that helping hand will almost
always resolve a snowy sidewalk faster than
the city can, and it will preserve city resources
for the rest of Denvers 3,000 miles of side-
walks.

Tips:

o Use the shovel to push the snow; don't lift
it.

o Shovel early! When snow isn't shoveled, it
gets packed down and becomes ice. Shovel-
ing all the way to the pavement will also
prevent ice from forming.

o Shovel into your yard, so the snow plow
doesn't push it back onto your sidewalk.

o Shovel away from roadways and bike lanes,
so plows don't push the snow back onto
your sidewalks.

e Salt can be damaging when it runs off into
your lawn or the storm sewer with the
snowmelt. Look for eco-friendly and pet-
safe deicers.

e Be proactive and come up with a plan for
addressing sidewalks now, before it’s snow-

ing.
