Mile High United Way and Denver’s Early 
Childhood Council is working on hosting a dri-
ve-thru COVID-19 vaccine clinic provided by 
the Colorado Department of Public Health and 
Environment (CDPHE). This drive-thru clinic 
will be open to individuals residing in the neigh-
boring communities of Curtis Park/Five Points 
who meet Colorado’s current eligibility criteria. 

The Pre-registration is not official registration 
and completion does not guarantee you will re-
ceive a COVID-19 vaccine at a CDPHE Vaccine 
drive-thru on these dates. If you complete this 
form and are eligible, you will receive a link for 
registration once the event is officially confirmed.

As spring approaches, the days become 
longer, and temperatures begin to rise. 
In response, trees get down to business. 
They start moving water and nutrients 
through their roots. They start moving 
water and nutrients from the soil into 
the rest of the tree. Soon this water will 
mix with simple sugars and sap will 
begin to flow, and blossoms are soon to 
follow. Curtis Park Tree Committee has 
been busy too. The Curtis Park Tree 
Committee began in the summer of 
2019. Our vision included our appreci-
ation and love of trees, as well as the 
history of our trees in Curtis Park and a 
goal to increase the tree canopy. Over 
the last 20 months, we have met and 
planned, and worked to increase our 
tree canopy. We have blanketed the 
neighborhood with door hangers from 
Denver Digs, and in the fall of 2019, 
10 trees were approved for spring 2020. 
These were postponed due to the pan-
demic. During Lynne Brown’s walks 
through the neighborhood, she has 
counted 20 new trees that were planted 
by the city. We think there might be a 
few more. The city trees have all been 
planted in the rights of way.  

This January, we distributed 1000 Den-
ver Digs Tree door hangers. We dis-
tributed 500 Denver Digs Trees door 
hangers for yard trees. We have contact-

ed and worked to educate the busi-
nesses in the neighborhood, as well 
as the schools. We have written arti-
cles for our newsletter and have dis-
tributed a resource for families with 
titles of children’s books on trees. 
Currently Maggie Miller has been 
working tirelessly to save the 100-
year-old Hackberry tree that is in 
the parking lot of AFC Urgent Care. 
We may be calling on our fellow 
Curtis Park neighbors to advocate 
for the saving of this treasure. So, 
stay tuned… As we look to the fu-
ture, we plan to continue to concen-
trate on our neighborhood tree 
canopy.  

We plan to continue to educate and 
work with businesses. We hope to 
collaborate with our neighborhood 
schools and invite their students to 
become advocates for trees. We 
would love our neighborhood chil-
dren and teens to also become in-
volved. We would like to extend an 
invitation for additional members 
for our committee.
