This designation 
protects the historic and architectural 
fabric of the neighborhood and informs 
the process when repairs or alterations 
are needed. This includes work done to 
porches, windows and doors, all of 
which are design features that con-
tribute to the character of our homes.  
Sue Glassmacher and the Design Re-
view Committee have created a won-
derful guide to owning a home in a 
historic district. Information runs the 
gamut from architectural styles and 
traditional materials, to maintenance, 
ADU guidelines, additions and even 
historic preservation tax credits. Help 
keep the details of our homes that make 
our built environment so unique.

On Monday morning April 19th the iconic 
Italianate style home at 2735 Curtis experi-
enced a partial collapse of its North wall. 
Fortunately no one was injured in the col-
lapse which sent a wall of bricks cascading 
down, crushing the iron fence next to the 
house.  

The home, built in 1885 for the family of 
Joseph Dryfuss is one of the finest exam-
ples of the Italianate style of Victorian ar-
chitecture in the Curtis Park Historic Dis-
trict. Dryfuss operated what may have been 
Denver's first department store as pro-
claimed in a 1902 Newspaper article about 
the move of the store to its new location on 
Larimer Street (Curtis Park: Denver's Old-
est Neighborhood, West). 

Neighbor, John Coniff watched the wall 
collapse from the window of his home of-
fice next door and he and Wayne Thrash 
alerted the owners to the emergency im-
mediately. The home was undergoing a 
total renovation at the time of the collapse 
and neighbors thought that the excavation 
of a new basement under the house might 
have contributed to the collapse.   

On Monday, the contractor overseeing the 
renovation placed caution tape around the 
house but was unable to find a qualified 
contractor to stabilize the home before a 
second portion of the house, including the 
front north corner, collapsed on Tuesday 
morning. Following the second collapse 
neighbors called 911 and the Denver Fire 
Department, building inspection services 
and landmark inspectors were onsite im-
mediately to assess the situation.  

Initially one firefighter expressed concern 
that the home would need to be demol-
ished because of the potential that if the 
home continued to collapse it could en-
danger the homes on either side of it.  
Neighbors worked to get the owner and 
contractor in touch with Historic Denver

On 
Saturday mornings there is a family play 
date on the playground from 10:00 am 
to noon hosted by Ryan and Heidi Cox 
and on Saturday's at 1:00 pm there is 
free yoga in the park hosted by Urban 
Sanctuary.  Throughout the summer 
there will also be parties and special 
events which will be posted on Facebook 
and other online social media platforms.

2735 Curtis Partial Collapse Threatens one of 
Curtis Parks Great Homes:

in hopes that the building could be 
saved.  On Tuesday afternoon the con-
tractor expressed his commitment to save 
the home and over the next two days 
work was done to stabilize the home 
from further collapse. As of the writing 
of this article the home is fenced off and 
appears to be stable.  

This is not the first time excavations near 
a foundation have led to the collapse of 
walls in the neighborhood. A home in 
the 2400 block of Tremont experienced a 
similar collapse about 8 years ago.  That 
home was saved and now stands strong 
on its block.  We hope a similar resolu-
tion can quickly be executed to save this 
remarkable piece of Denver architectural 
history.

You’ve probably 
seen me when you 
drive into Curtis 
Park on Champa. 
You know tha t 
C OV I D - t e s t i n g 
place at the corner of 
Downing and Champa with a big billboard 
above it with the arm in the cast pointing down, 
that says “Coming Soon… Urgent Care”? I’m 
peeking out from behind it! 

The billboard is tall and so am I. In fact, I’m 
about 40 feet tall! I’m about 90 years old and in 
vigorous health, according to the City Forester. 
He says that it’s “quite a feat” to be me, a “mid-
western tree in Denver’s high plains, urban set-
ting.” 

Anyways, thanks for reading about me. My life 
is actually in danger right now, because I live on 
private property and the developer says he’s not 
sure he wants to save me. But the nice people on 
the Curtis Park Neighbors Tree Committee want 
to save my life, and they’re talking to the devel-
oper, the City Forester, Community Planning 
and Development, the Department of Trans-
portation and Infrastructure, and a few City 
Council members.  

I’ll close with a quote from Echter's Nursery & 
Garden Center: 

"Trees Have So Many Benefits! 

Trees not only provide shade and beauty in the 
landscape, but they also create a healthier envi-
ronment around us! They improve our air quali-
ty by filtering harmful dust and pollutants such 
as ozone, carbon monoxide, and sulfur dioxide 
from the air we breathe. They cool the air — in 
fact, placement of trees in urban areas can cool 
the air 2 degrees or more. Mature trees help im-
prove water quality and enrich the soil with nu-
trients." 

So branches crossed! I will let you know if I need 
your help.

I’ve Been Here for Years

2020 was a 
difficult year 
full of chal-
l e n g e s f o r 
many busi-
n e s s e s . I 
started the 
y e a r a s a 
photograph-
er, with 20 
years of expe-
rience in the sports, entertainment, and 
tourism industries. By the end of April, 
almost all of my clients had paused 
their operations, all of my contracts 
were canceled or put on hold, and the 
future was as uncertain as ever. It felt 
very gloom and doom at the time, but 
somewhere in all of the confusion I saw 
a glimmer of hope and opportunity.  

I have always loved food, and more 
recently I have become extremely pas-
sionate about how food affects our 
health. I want my kids to have a better 
roadmap to making healthy choices 
than I did, and I feel that begins with 
what they eat at home. The idea for 
Pete’s Green Waffles started long before 
the pandemic, when my son Graham 
started eating solid foods. As parents on 
the go, my wife and I wanted some-
thing convenient, healthy, and deli-
cious. I searched high and low in the 
supermarket, but it was a challenge to 
find products that were not cutting 
corners nutritionally.  

I decided that if it didn’t exist, I would 
make it myself. A few experimental 
batches later, Pete’s Green Waffles were 
born. I chose oats as a gluten free alter-
native to wheat, higher in fiber and 
protein. Instead of added sugar, I used 
sweet potatoes for their vitamins, min-
erals, and antioxidants. I picked kale 
for its  extreme nutrient density and 
fun green color. Best of all, these super-
foods were “hidden” in the waffles, and 
kids seemed to gobble them up with no 
bias.

Five years later 
Graham still eats 
them every morn-
ing, joined by his 
younger sister Isla 
and his mom and 
dad. The pandemic 
gave me the push 
and motivation to 
build the waffles 

into a business, and my hope is that 
they will become a staple for many 
families trying to add something 
healthy to their routine. 

Starting a food based business 
rekindled a long running passion for 
food. While working as a photogra-
pher in DC, I would moonlight as a 
prep/line cook, not for the money, 
but for the opportunity to learn 
from some of the best chefs in the 
city. So when a local family ap-
proached me with a request to pre-
pare gourmet weekly meals, I 
jumped at the opportunity. As I be-
gan to garner feedback and pick up 
more clients, I quickly realized that 
weekly meal prep/delivery is an area 
that is vastly underserved. Sure, 
restaurants do take out and there are 
meal delivery services out there, but 
few of them are as healthy or cus-
tomized as people want and they 
don’t put real thought into what 
happens to food when it’s cooked, 
cooled, and reheated again.  

So a year later, here I am, making 
waffles, providing custom weekly 
meals for a handful of clients, and 
looking forward to what the future 
brings, as long as it revolves around 
food!
