Happy 2017 neighbors! As the new year
begins we have a lot happening in the
neighborhood. With new buildings on
Welton, Larimer/Blake and California
under construction there are more than
2,700 new residences coming over the
next couple years to Five Points. Big
challenges lay ahead as we figure out how
to welcome new residents and keep the
culture and character of the community
we love. If this sounds impossible you
might be surprised to hear that even with
2,700 new homes, Five Points will only
just be approaching the population size it
had in the 1940s and 1950s, the heyday
of the businesses along the Welton strip.

At this month’s meeting we have a num-
ber of interesting topics including plans

for parks and events in 2017, bond issue
for new infrastructure projects; the rede-
velopment of Platte Valley Homes and
the old Golden Bell Press building; and
an update on the parking plan, homeless
outreach and tiny houses possibly com-
ing to the RiNo District of Five Points.

Please come and make your voice heard
so we can be sure the diverse perspec-
tives of our neighborhood are represent-
ed at the meeting. It's important that
different views come to light in public
forums so new and better ideas can be
created from the blending of perspec-
tives. That's what makes communities
grow stronger over time and why the
diversity of Five Points/Curtis Park is an
asset we should cherish and preserve.

WalkScope for Curtis Park

As part of my work with the Denver
Moves Peds and Trails committee, I've
found a spiffy tool that we can all use to
inform the city about the conditions and
quality of our local sidewalks and inter-
sections, some of which aren’t as pedes-
trian-friendly as wed like them to be:
www. WalkScope.org.

As we report sidewalk and intersections
into the website, it maps the inventory
of pedestrian infrastructure in Denver to
help build the case for improvements. It
also advances the Denver Moves goal to

“establish a network that enables pedes-
trians to move comfortably between
places and destinations.”

Looking at the map on the website, you
can see huge gaps in our Curtis Park
neighborhood that are incomplete! If
we all spent 15 minutes each over the
next month, we could ‘fill in the blanks’
in our neighborhood. It’s easy to do
from your phone, tablet or computer —
just go to www. WalkScope.org and click
on “Add Data” to get started. It takes
about 15 minutes to read the instruc-
tions, then walk and complete a block.

The Curtis Park Parking plan for the study
area is moving forward with a draft that

The old Golden Bell Press building at
2401 Champa has been vacant for close to
a year after long-time owner Larry Bell
shut down the printing presses that once
occupied not just the building at 2401
Champa but also the old Temple Emanuel
building at 24th and Curtis. Now a new
operator hopes to turn the printing press
building into an Italian brewery and
restaurant. Alessandro Liberati's family
has brewed Italian beer and wine in Rome
and he hopes to bring this specialty to
Denver here in Curtis Park in 2017.

Treecycle Program

This year Treecycle collections will occur
on the weekends of January 7th & Jan-
uary 14th, and there will be no weekday
collections.

Recycling your Christmas tree is as easy
as 1, 2, 3 with Denver Recycles/Solid
Waste Management’s annual Treecycle
program. By recycling your tree through
Denver’s Treecycle program, you can help
keep trees out of the landfill, reduce
greenhouse gas emissions and help create
mulch that is available to Denver resi-
dents for free at the Annual Treecycle
Mulch Giveaway & Leafdrop Compost
Sale in the spring.

Here’s how easy it is to recycle your
Christmas tree:

1. Remove all decorations, lights and tree
stands. Only natural (real) trees are
collected for recycling during Treecy-
cle.

2. No artificial or flocked trees are ac-
cepted. Set your tree out for collection
no later than 7 a.m. on Saturday, Jan-
uary 7th or January 14¢h.

3. Reclaim free mulch made from your
tree at the annual Mulch Giveaway &
Compost Sale in May!

Remember:

1. All Christmas trees must be set out at
your regular trash collection location by
7 a.m. on Saturday, January 7th or Jan-
uary 14th.  Trees may be collected on
Saturday or Sunday.

2. Do NOT place trees inside bags, carts
or dumpsters.

3. Be sure to set trees at least 2 feet away
from trash or recycling containers carts,
and all other obstacles.

4. Trees will not be collected by Extra
Trash crews during the first two weeks
of January.

5. After January 15th, trees can be
dropped off for recycling at the Cherry
Creek Recycling Drop-off.

Last year, Denver residents recycled nearly
20,000 trees. Participate in this years
Treecycle program and help us recycle even
more!

Montessori at the end of the school year.
