1-70 Expansion Affects Local Neighborhoods

You may have seen the Ditch the Ditch
and Save City Park Golf Course signs pop
up like spring flowers throughout the
neighborhood over the last couple months.

While many of you may not have heard of
either of these initiatives, you've most like-
ly heard about the I-70 expansion project
scheduled to start in 2018. That plan pro-
poses to reconstruct a 10-mile stretch of I-
70 east of downtown through the
Globeville and Elyria-Swansea neighbor-
hoods; add one new Express Lane in each
direction; remove the viaduct; lower the
interstate between Brighton and Colorado
boulevards; and place a four-acre cover
park over a portion of the lowered inter-
state.

It's a massive project that has sparked
debate, to say the least, between the
Colorado Department of Transporta-
tion (CDOT) and the Ditch the Ditch
and Save City Park Golf Course orga-
nizers. While the 1-70 expansion won't
cut into our
community
specifically,
there will be
myriad im-
pacts across
the city.
Please come
to learn more about the project, the
perspectives of both citizens and the
city, and how the proposed plan will
affect our community here in Curtis

Park.

Juneteenth Parade Festivities, Food and Music
Returns to Five Points June 17th

Juneteenth is the
oldest known cele-
bration commem-
orating the ending
of slavery in the
United States. Dat-
ing back to 1865,
it was on June
19th that Union
soldiers, led by
Major General
Gordon Granger,
landed at Galve-
ston, Texas with
the news that the
war had ended and that the enslaved were
now free. Juneteenth today celebrates
African American freedom and achieve-
ment while encouraging continuous self-
development and respect for all cultures.

Nearly 3,000 people march in the June-
teenth Parade to honor the struggles and
social progress achieved through marches
and demonstrations organized for freedom,
justice, and equality in our country’s histo-

ry.

This year, Juneteenth begins on Satur-
day, June 17th, 2017, in the Manual
High School Parking lot on 26th &
Gilpin Street. Staging starts at 9:00 am
and the march promptly begins at 11:00
am.

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Pop Up Park opens on 21st Street

“The Square on 21st” is a temporary
pop-up park on 2lst Street between
Larimer and Lawrence. It will open on
June 15th in the Ball Park section of Five
Points. The idea of the Square is to
demonstrate how a linear park space
might work along 21st Street from Coors
Field to Benedict Fountain Park. This
could ultimately be part of a larger Cul-
tural Loop the Downtown Denver Part-
nership is planning that would link to-
gether cultural institutions across Central
Denver via an enhanced bike/pedestrian

stage for performances, murals, bicycle
obstacle course, dog off-leash area and oth-
er park amenities.

The demonstration project will last until
August 15th after which the City and
community will evaluate what worked and
what did not as plans continue for new
public spaces in the area to meet the needs
of a quickly growing downtown residential
population.

Parking Plan Makes Progress

Phase One of the Curtis Park Parking
Plan is in its final wrap up and will be
implemented early this Summer. There
will be new parking signs and changes
from Park Ave to 28th Street; and from
Larimer to Champa streets. Letters were
sent to the neighbors and feedback was
taken and the final plan will be presented
at the June Curtis Park Neighbors meet-
ing. Phase two is moving along quite
nicely.

The city is working on a draft plan that we
hope to have ready to present to the work-
ing group and then mail out the draft plan
for comment to affected neighbors by the
end of June to middle of July time frame.
We will start Phase Three shortly after we
get feedback and finalize Phase Two.
