What's Up with All That Concrete?

Neighbors may have noticed that the 
tree lawn at 24th and California was 
recently paved in concrete. This area 
between the tree sidewalk and the street 
is owned by the city (public right of 
way), however it's required, like our 
sidewalks, to be maintained by the adja-
cent property owner.  Eric Ross and Rob 
Price brought the paving of the tree 
lawn to the attention of the board in 
September just after it was completed.  
Eric has been working on a study of im-

permeable surfaces and how they con-
tribute to the heat island effect in our 
city.   

The short answer is that paving more 
and more surfaces helps contribute to 
flooding during rain storms and in-
creased heat that can become danger-
ous to vulnerable populations, partic-
ularly the elderly.  So paving of what

After this there will be an update on the 
Neighborhood Transportation and Mo-
bility Plan and an opportunity for neigh-
bors to hear from and share concerns 
with the Denver DA's office.

would otherwise be landscaped surfaces 
is discouraged to help protect our city 
and residents.   

After some research we discovered that 
Excel energy paved the tree lawn as part 
of their new infrastructure project for 
Downtown Denver. You may recall in 
the spring many streets being closed as 
new cables were laid by Excel. Those 
cables lead to a vault that is buried in 
the tree lawn at 24th and California. 
Excel claims they tried to grow grass on 
the site after installing the vault and 
because that did not work they asked 
and were granted permission from pub-
lic works to pour concrete on the sur-
face. This came as quite a surprise to the 
adjacent property owners who were 
never asked or notified and who now 
are stuck with the maintenance of a big 
ugly slab of concrete.   

Curtis Park Neighbors raised the con-
cern that this is not in keeping with 
Denver's commitment to sustainability 
and should not have been approved 
without ever consulting the adjacent 
property owner or community about 
possible solutions. Other solutions that 
provide permeable surface and don't 
require grass are available. The city 
forester has indicated that the area must 
be maintained in a way that will allow 
trees to grow and the property owner 
has asked the city to correct the situa-
tion.   

On September 21st we received notice 
from Councilman Brooks that the city 
will ensure the tree lawn is restored as 
part of the new development being un-
dertaken on the lot. The parcel will have 
a set of new town-homes built on it 
over the next year and as part of the 
development process Public Works has 
said they will ensure the concrete is re-
moved and a more attractive and sus-
tainable treatment will be installed.  
Thanks to all the neighbors who have 
worked on this and thanks to Council-
man Brooks for getting answers from 
Public Works on the topic.  

Did you know only two unrelated adults 
can live in a house in Denver? Or that 
Denver's zoning code currently limits 
shelter beds by City Council District 
which change boundaries every two 
years?  These are just a couple of the 
seemingly outdated rules that Denver is 
currently reconsidering as part of an ef-
fort to update the section of the zoning 
code that governs group living and shel-
ters.  

Starting last May Denver convened a 
working group made up of service 
providers, city officials, neighborhood 
representatives and zoning professionals 
to look how Denver might update it's 
zoning code to better accommodate for 
changes in living patterns.  Far more 
people now live alone or with roommates 
than did when the current zoning code 
was created and new types of housing 
such as ADU's, tiny homes and artist 
cooperatives don't fit nicely into the cur-
rent code.  Other problems with the cur-
rent code include rules around where 
shelters can be located and how they are 
defined.  This has partially contributed to 
concentrations of shelters in industrial 
parts of town far away from services.  

Over the next several months the work-
ing group will be identifying best prac-

tices in other cities and seeing how those 
practices might be applied to Denver.
