As many of you know Parks and Recre-
ation has been involved in a multi-year 
process of planning improvements to 
Mestizo Curtis Park. The first phase of 
these improvements was the new play-
ground. Since the installation of the play-
ground Parks and Rec. had been planning 
on a phased implementation of addition-
al improvements, however that changed 
with the November election. In the last 
election voters approved a permanent 
fund to purchase and improve park land 
in the city in the amount of approximate-
ly 45 million per year.   

This new funding source will allow Parks 
and Rec to implement the entire plan for 
Mestizo Curtis Park in the next year. The 
new funding will allow for more im-
provements than were previously 
planned. To determine the best im-
provements to be added to the park there 
will be a meeting at Mile High United 
Way at 711 Park Ave West, on Thursday 
December 11th at 6:00 pm.   

In addition to the final plan for Mestizo 
Curtis Park, this meeting will also be a 
kick-off meeting for a new plan for the 
Stout Street Children's Park. We'd love to 
make this little park a jewel for the 
neighborhood. Please come and give your 
input for both parks on December 6th.
