Flagstone Repairs 
As you may know the city Sidewalk Re-
pair Program is in Phase One. We are 
scheduled for the second phase and that 
will be coming in the near future. It is 
our goal as a neighborhood to beat the 
inspector and repair all of our sidewalks 
before the inspectors arrive. Curtis Park 
Neighbors has some inventory of flag-
stone being sold at a discounted rate to 
assist and encourage homeowners with 
repairing their sidewalks. The city is 
mandating that all sidewalk repairs are 
made, so there is no option for opting 
out. Repairs will be made and billed to 
the property owner, so please get ahead 
and do it on your own accord. In order 
to capture additional savings for each 
homeowner, I encourage you to get your 
entire block involved at the same time to 
bring in a contractor to complete a larg-
er project and create efficiencies. Please

As many of you know from reading other 
articles in the Curtis Park Times, some of 
our neighbors have formed a Tree Com-
mittee! We are dedicated to help CPN 
neighbors plant trees (free or at low cost) 
and take care of them (easily), because, as 
Tom Lucas wrote in The Times last 
month, trees are beautiful, and they nur-
ture, inspire and shade us and even clean 
our air. 

Do you have a favorite tree? Many people 
do! To remind each other about how spe-
cial trees are, the Tree Committee will 
promote a Tree of the Month. You can 
submit your Tree of the Month by email-
ing me at maggiemiller1@comcast.net, 
and we’ll discuss and put “your” tree in 
The Times. (The tree doesn’t have to be-
long to you for you to love it.)  

To kick off the series, I’m nominating the 
redbud tree. There are many around our 
neighborhood thanks to long-time resi-
dent Bill West. He planted redbud trees 
years ago and there are now his “volun-
teer” (seeds that sprouted and have grown 
into trees) redbuds are in many yards in 
Curtis Park.  

What makes these trees so special? Red-
bud trees bloom in early spring with tiny 
magenta- colored blossoms sprouting on 
their bare trunks and branches. Once the 
blossoms fade and the leaves come out 
they are heart-shaped. These trees grow to 
about 20-25 feet so are good to plant in 
smaller areas. They especially like to grow 
in locations that are a bit protected.

Flagstone vs. Concrete

When I heard that the City of Denver 
was enforcing mandatory sidewalk repair  
throughout the city, I understood the 
issue. The problem not only faces people 
with disabilities, but also for me person-
ally. I took up running with my dog a 
few years ago and had to stop because I 
tripped three times in two weeks and 
injured my shoulder. Shoveling snow is 
another tedious chore that’s made worse 
with broken sidewalks. I decided to beat 
the city deadline and looked into having 
mine fixed. I debated on whether I need-
ed to keep the flagstone or if concrete was 
acceptable. I toiled over this decision and 
decided that reusing the flagstone pre-
serves the historic nature of our neigh-
borhood, but it also saves resources and 
keeps all this beautiful stone from being 
thrown in a landfill. 

I didn’t do my homework to see whether 
keeping the flagstone was a cheaper op-
tion than concrete. I guess it depends on 
how much of the flagstone has to be re-
placed. If a stone is cracked

into two pieces, it can still be saved as long 
as it is leveled. Stepping of the stones more 
than 3/4” have to be flattened. I went to 
curtispark.org and clicked on “Plans”, then 
"Flagstone Sidewalks”. From the website I 
was able to view a list of approved contrac-
tors. I asked around and found that Ruben 
Rivera, LLC has done a lot of work in our 
neighborhood, so I contacted him 
(720-300-3727) rubenriverallc79@yahoo.-
com. He did the work in less than two days 
and the results were amazing. I didn’t realize 
how bad they were until I had them fixed 
and leveled.
