Tree Pruning Problems?

If you or a neighbor has a tree that needs pruning, the CPN Tree Committee may be able to help.
If someone needs financial help with pruning, we may be able to help with that. For example,
we're exploring working with a nonprofit so that volunteer Community Foresters, trained by The

Park People, can help. http://theparkpeople.org/ What-We-Do/Community-Forester-Program.

The good news is when you keep your tree pruned, you are maintaining its long-term health, ap-
pearance and safety! hteps://csfs.colostate.edu/2015/02/12/late-winter-the-best-time-to-prune-
trees/. The cautionary news: (1) If you have a branch which blocks safe access to the street or
right-of-way and you dont remove it, Denver Forestry will remove it and will bill you for the
work. And (2) pruning trees takes knowledge and skill and can be dangerous. https://www.den-
vergov.org/content/denvergov/en/denver-parks-and-recreation/trees-natural-resources/forestry-
trees-.html.
